
Belarus President Accuses Russia, Poland of Election

Interference - June 26, 2020

Belarus President Alexander Lukashenko on Thursday accused Russia and Poland of interfering in the

upcoming presidential election, claims that were quickly denied by the Kremlin.

The interference is coming from "those who live in Poland and those who incite from Russia," Lukashenko

said at a meeting with newly appointed government officials.

Lukashenko said he would discuss the issue with Russian President Vladimir Putin at a meeting in the

near future but cautioned that the situation remained "extremely difficult."

The strongman leader of authoritarian ex-Soviet Belarus is seeking his sixth term as president in the

election scheduled for August 9.
